General advice on slides

# Do not put lots of text on a single slide.

Use sub-bullets to add structure.

Choose different colors for highlighting.

Pick fonts with a suitable size (44pt/32pt/28pt).
Keep the appearance simple and transparent.
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Beforethe Presentation

Follow the Outline of your slides
For each slide jot down notes on what to say

Rehearse your talk
» by yourself, or even better:
s Wwith a friend

Memorize the first minute of your talk
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During the Presentation

Look at your audience

Do not just read the slides; elaborate on each bullet
Refer to and look at your slides only as needed
Indicate clearly if you skip material

Speak slowly and clearly

s breaks are as important as talking

» hand-out: give your audience time to read

s Software: explain what you are doing, move slowly
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
